From ancient times, the port of Kobe has been a site of exchange between China and the Korean
peninsula. It served as an important center of international trade during the Heian Period
(794-1192). After a policy of isolation during the Edo Period (1603—-1868), it was among the
first ports to open to trade with the outside world. As people, materials, and information flowed

in, Kobe grew to become one of the world’s great international trading ports. Coinciding with its

opening, a settlement was built where those arriving from overseas could reside and conduct

The Rokko mountain range, stretching east to west and overlooking central Kobe 'fr’t';m the
north, has long been loved by the city’s residents as a place to hike and walk. In 1899 A. H.
Groom, a British trader and resident fascinated with the rich nature of Mt. Rokko, constructed a
villa there that became the foundation for development of the Rokko mountain highlands.
Japan’s first golf course was developed in the area in 1901. Private villas, company retreats,
and hotels were constructed beginning in the 1920s, and ski resorts, botanical gardens, stock
farms, and other tourist attractions followed. The Rokko mountain highlands flourished into
one of Japan’s major summer resorts. The gorgeous “ten million dollar view" of the city from
Mt. Rokko has long been lauded as a preeminent Japanese nightscape. The area’s natural
environment, protected as part of a national park, and clear, clean air make it not just a spot for

escaping the summer heat or tourism but also the perfect place for generating new ideas.
